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INTRODUCTION

GENERAL

Compass Research was asked to carry out a survey of 300 households in the Northern Gulf
Resource Management Group (NGRMG) area, similar to that carried out late in 2006, especially to
ascertain community reactions to where funds should best be spent and awareness and reactions to
the NGRMG.

METHODOLOGY

Community Survey

Latest local telephone books for the centres of Karumba and Normanton (which also includes
stations in the area), Croydon Shire, Etheridge Shire, Mareeba and Atherton were obtained. For the
Mareeba and Atherton books, households were identified that were located in the catchment area of
the Mitchell River.

Random samples were taken of eligible numbers and up to four calls were made to seek an
interview.

Because of the comparatively large population in the upper Mitchell catchment area and a need to
obtain a reasonably robust sample in centres like Karumba, Normanton, Croydon and Etheridge
Shires, the sample in these centres was double that of the Mitchell catchment area from the
Mareeba and Atherton books.

No telephone book lists were available for Kowanyama. However, based on some old information
that contained family names, a limited list of humbers were identified. These yielded 6 successful
interviews. This means that compared with population, the Kowanyama sample is very low.

Where appropriate in this report, the sample is re-weighted to reflect true population relationships.

Total target sample of interviews completed was 300.

THE QUESTIONNAIRE

Questionnaire used is given as Appendix 1. While wording about the programs was fairly tedious to
read out, it was felt important to retain a precise wording about the programs as supplied by
Northern Gulf Resource Management Group.

TIMING

Surveying was carried out as per usual market research practice over weekends during the daytime
and during week evenings 5PM to 8PM. However, it was found that in some areas, contact could be
successfully made during week days and some of the interviews were at this time.

Surveying was carried out from 11™ October through to end October, 2008.

ACCURACY

A random sample of 300 provides a 95% level of confidence when results are about 50/50 that the
true figure for the population will lie in the range + 5.7% points.

Thus, smaller differences in figures may not be statistically significant.

There was a big group in the middle with 4.02 scores. While top rankings were much the same as
the ‘very important’ rankings, there were some important differences. For instance, “Profitable
conservation” came in 13" in ‘very important’ but moves up into the 4.02 ranking. “Local history”
came in 5" as ‘very important’ but moved down to the 4.02 ranking.

By and large, the top rankings are largely common. Ghost nets and Parthenium weed (Etheridge)
were among the top, Parthenium weed highest in Etheridge. Talapia was a high concern in the
Mitchell along with Belly Ache bush although it was of concern in the others, but lower down the list.
Grazing land management was relatively high in the Gilbert and Norman, but not in the Mitchell. Rat
Tail grass was of particular concern in the Gilbert.

Ghost nets, Parthenium weed (Etheridge) and Primary school resources were in all the above
columns of the top five, but with different positions.

There were variations in the other two. The Mitchell had Tilapia plus Belly Ache bush and Nursery
sales.

The Gilbert had Grazing land management, but also Erosion and Grader grass.

The Norman had Climate change and Grunter fish Karumba.

Thus, in summary, there is a common view across the region that Ghost nets, Parthenium weed
(Etheridge) and Primary school resources are important, but variation between the three catchments

with ‘Important’ in Mitchell catchment — Tilapia, Gilbert catchment — Grazing land management, and
Norman catchment — Climate change and Grunter fish Karumba.

There was a particularly marked concern in the Gilbert catchment about rubber vine.

The fishing concerns mentioned grunter but extended further to other species and the need to
control tourism takes and were particularly strong in the Norman catchment.

A current special issue in the Mitchell catchment related to camping areas and crossings and the
action of WWF in relation to Brooklyn Station.

There were two special issues at Karumba — the question of mining and control of the shipping
operations and of lack of infrastructure.

Mentions relating to organization funding allocations and the like, were relatively high - a total of 36
(Mitchell 11, Gilbert 6, and Norman 19). The number of mentions in the Norman catchment was
particularly high.
