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INTRODUCTION

GENERAL

Compass Research was asked by the Northern Gulf Resource Management Group
(NGRMG) to carry out a survey of residents in the catchment areas involved to ascertain:

a) Community opinion about and priorities relating to the various initiatives the Group
was undertaking.

b) Opinions about how these programs were best organised.
c) Feedback on interest in receiving more information about, and being involved in the
Group’s activities.
The surveying was in two parts:
1) A telephone random survey of households in the area involving 300 responses.
2) A special survey with self completion forms (but with the same questions), in
indigenous communities in the area.

An initial report provided information on the main findings from the community telephone
survey alone.

This report incorporates all responses including additional responses from the indigenous
communities.

METHODOLOGY

Community Survey

Latest local telephone books for the centres of Karumba and Normanton (which also
includes stations in the area), Croydon Shire, Etheridge Shire, Mareeba and Atherton were
obtained. For the Mareeba and Atherton books, households were identified that were
located in the catchment area of the Mitchell River.

Random samples were taken of eligible numbers and up to four calls were made to seek an
interview.

Because of the comparatively large population in the upper Mitchell catchment area and a
need to obtain a reasonably robust sample in centres like Karumba, Normanton, Croydon
and Etheridge Shires, the sample in these centres was double that of the Mitchell
catchment area from the Mareeba and Atherton books.

Where appropriate in this report, the sample is re-weighted to reflect true population
relationships.

Total target sample of interviews completed was 300.
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Indigenous Communities

The community survey questionnaire was rendered into a form suitable for self
completion/or interviewing. Northern Gulf Resource Management Group arranged for
suitable persons to administer the questionnaire in the communities with some 16 being
returned.

THE QUESTIONNAIRE

Questionnaire used is given as Appendix 1. While wording about the programs was fairly
tedious to read out, it was felt important to retain a precise wording about the programs as
supplied by Northern Gulf Resource Management Group.

TIMING

Surveying was carried out as per usual market research practice over weekends during the
daytime and during week evenings 5PM to 8PM. However, it was found that in some
areas, contact could be successfully made during week days and some of the interviews
were at this time.

Surveying was carried out during the last week in August through to 24" September 2006.

ACCURACY

A random sample of 300 provides a 95% level of confidence when results are about 50/50
that the true figure for the population will lie in the range + 5.7% points.

Thus, smaller differences in figures may not be statistically significant.

It can be seen that graziers were located throughout, but especially in the Gilbert/Staaten
catchment area. Indigenous were mainly in the Mitchell catchment (including Kowanyama).
Tourist operators were throughout, along with miners. Fishermen were in the Norman and
Mitchell catchments. There were more farmers than graziers in the Mitchell.  Town
residents, business operators and government were throughout.

The 7 who said they were conservationists were in the Mitchell, and ‘Other’ (mainly

retirees), were mainly in the Mitchell catchment.

AGE & GENDER

The sample has a minor preponderance of females 53% to males 47%.

There was a distribution of responses among age groups with a tendency for middle age
and older persons to respond.

Roads were mentioned in all areas including more/better built to reduce run off/ but
particular concerns about mining trucks at Mt Carbine and Einasleigh/mining triples on
narrow roads in the Gilbert catchment/needs to widen and to warn tourists of dangers of
narrow roads (9).

Indigenous aspects were a common theme including culture being taught/shared/
identification and looking after of sites/better management of funds (10).

Tourism aspects were also mentioned including its effects on services/need to promote eco
tourism/too much priority/stop camping on river banks (4).

Apart from road aspects, there were mentions of mining aspects (especially in the Mitchell
catchment) about effects on bats/need to clean up/effects on water tables/ run off into Gulf,
but also that prospectors needed information and that miners didn't get the same help as
graziers (6).

Need for better community awareness and education including in schools, need for
newsletters, etc. (9).

There was a sub theme of need for economic development, losing kids, use the dole for
weed eradication, and employ people on programs.

Better control of fires was mentioned only in the Mitchell catchment (5).
There were a number of mentions of historical sites, cemeteries, grave sites, etc.

There was a number of mentions of concern about the Wild Rivers proposal.
